Luke 8:43-48

Jesus was on his way to make an emergency house call.  A little girl was in grave condition and her father was reaching out to Jesus to ask for healing.  A large and curious crowd followed Jesus.  In this large crowd was a desperate woman who had been ill for twelve years with an issue of blood.  She had tried countless doctors - but rather than getting better, she was now worse.  Chances are, in light of the primitive nature of health care in that day and time, this lady was running out of options as well.  Her condition was probably not only uncomfortable, but potentially fatal.  She came to Jesus because she had no where else to turn.  According to Levitic Law, a woman who was bleeding was considered unclean and under the Law no one could touch her.  But this woman reached out to touch the hem of Jesus’ garment.  When she did, Jesus commented that “power” had gone out of him.

This woman dared the wrath of custom to touch Jesus.  A lot of people were pressing against Jesus but this woman’s touch was the touch of faith.  This woman was not only healed from disease but forgiven of sin.  Because of these two things she would “go in peace.”  The combination of this woman’s faith and God’s power brought healing. “Daughter, your faith has made you well; go in peace.”  (vs. 48)  This woman is suddenly set free physically, socially, and spiritually.  What a beautiful story.
