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THE MIND OF GOD IN THE QUESTIONS OF JESUS:

HOW MANY LOAVES DO YOU HAVE?

Mark 8:1-9

Of all Jesus’ miracles, this is the only one repeated in all four gospels.  This miracle takes place after the disciples find themselves with a problem.  They have a large crowd of hungry people but don't have the food to feed them.  The first reaction is to send them away - to dismiss the problem.  That would be the practical thing to do.  But Jesus has a lesson from the mind of God.

When He asks the question, “How many loaves do you have?” Jesus is opening the disciples’ minds and spirits to God’s care for them and God’s ability in time of need.
