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THE MIND OF GOD IN THE QUESTIONS OF JESUS:

WHICH OF THEM WILL LOVE HIM MORE?

Luke 7:36-50

Luke is the only gospel writer who records the story.  Jesus had gone to have a meal at the home of a Pharisee.  The Pharisee was a good man who tried to live his life according to the teachings of Scripture.  A woman evidently walked in off the street to be an uninvited guest.  Simon, the Pharisee, was not upset that the woman had come in; he was upset because of the kind of guest she was.  We are not told what kind of woman she was, only that she had a reputation that offended the Pharisee.  And furthermore, she began weeping and washing Jesus’ feet with her hair, kissing his feet and anointing him with oil.  Simon was baffled by the behavior of this woman.  Jesus noticed Simon’s attitude, so he told him about a certain man who owed a large sum of money which the creditor forgave.  Then Jesus asked Simon this important question:  WHICH OF THEM WILL LOVE HIM MORE?  He was pointing out some very valuable spiritual principles for Simon and for us.  WHICH OF THEM WILL LOVE HIM MORE?
