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WHAT DOES “SAVED” MEAN?

Romans 10:5-13

Some churches use the word “dedicated to God” or “confirmed” to define bringing a person into Church membership or into God’s kingdom.  The word used in the Baptist Church to describe a person coming into the Church is “saved”.  We have heard it, but not everyone understands what it means.  What does “saved” mean?

II.  WHAT DOES “SAVED” ____________________ ?

One is “saved” when one believes that Jesus died for his/her sins, was resurrected from the dead, and one confesses that with his mouth.  One is “saved” at a point in time.  It is a definite decision which is personally made.  Another person cannot make a commitment to be saved for you.  It is a decision that brings Jesus Christ into your life (eternal life) forever.  Paul writes, “Therefore, since we have been JUSTIFIED (declared innocent or not guilty) through faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ.”  Romans 5:1
