1 Corinthians 1:1-3

The word “sanctify” is the Greek hagiasmenois.  It is the perfect passive participle of hagiazo - to sanctify, to consecrate, to separate from the secular for sacred use and purposes.  The perfect emphasizes the state or condition resulting from a previous action.

It has been said, “Justification is when you get a drowning man out of the water.  Sanctification is when you get the water out of the drowning man.”
