The first provision of salvation is justification - declared not guilty.  We call it being saved.  The second provision is sanctification - living out our salvation with the guiding presence of the Holy Spirit.  The third provision is glorification - the transformation of our physical bodies for eternity.  Paul uses this word in 1 Corinthians 15:42, “It is raised in GLORY;”
