WHAT DOES WORSHIP MEAN?

John 4:21-24

Getting one on his or her knees is what the word WORSHIP literally means.  The word “worship” is “proskunetes”: to fall down, to kneel, to bend, or to fall at another’s feet.  The action of falling down or bending signifies HONOR OR RESPECT given to another.  WORSHIPPING this way is an age-old tradition which cuts across many religious and non-religious cultures.  Muslim taxi drivers in Los Angeles are filmed outside their taxis kneeling on small rugs praying to Allah.  Catholics kneel before the altar and cross themselves when they enter their sanctuary.
