CONNECTING PEOPLE WITH THE WORLD: AS YOU GO

Matthew 28:19-20 
Where you go should make a difference in people’s lives.  In fact, Jesus said that “As we go, we should make disciples.”

Verse 19 contains three participles, one imperative and an infinitive:

“Going . . . baptizing . . . teaching”; “make disciples”; and “to observe”.  But the one imperative colors all of the participles and the infinitive.  We can make disciples only as we go.  And once we have made disciples, we are to baptize and teach them.  We are not simply to lead people to faith in Christ, but we are also to train them.

We would read this verse literally, “Going therefore . . . “

II.  GOING WITH HIS _________________________

Jesus’ final instructions to his disciples are relevant to every believer today:  AS YOU GO MAKE DISCIPLES - WHERE YOU GO MAKE DISCIPLES!  When we go on PURPOSE we have HIS PRESCENCE AND HIS POWER as we SHARE THE GOOD NEWS OF GOD’S LOVE IN JESUS CHRIST.
