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CONNECTING WITH THE FAMILY: DOING YOUR PART

Philippians 2:1-4

Paul is calling for harmony within the church.  Paul tells the Philippians that if they failed to live by faith in the grace of God and to offer themselves to each other and to the world as servants in the manner of Christ, then Paul himself would have labored in vain.  Paul calls for the Philippians to share the encouragement they get from Christ, to share the comfort they get from Christ, to share his tenderness and compassion.

What Paul shares about Christian cooperation within the congregation applies to the Christian family.  

Paul writes in verse 4, “Each of you should look . . .”  “To look” is skopountes, from skopeoaim or goal (to scope something out.)  “To fix one’s attention upon something; to have an interest in.”  It is a look of kindly interest.
